Allow panel(s) to flatten for
several hours.

* Measure the overall size of the mural AND wall to ensure a proper fit. ALL multi-panel murals include a %" overlap
between panels which is accounted for in your overall ordered dimensions.

* Please check your mural prior to installing. If there are any issues with the mural, do NOT install it. Contact us
immediately at 877-448-7295 (Mon - Fri. 8:30am - 5:30pm EST) for assistance.

+ A WARNING: ELECTRICAL OUTLET/SWITCHES: If the mural requires install around an outlet/switch, shut off
power to circuit. Remove faceplate. Install over the box, trim away excess material covering outlet hole along

edges and reinstall faceplate.

INSTALLATION GUIDE FOR SINGLE/MULTI-PANEL MURALS

ﬁ PREP THE WALL SURFACE
'/ Remove any objects (nails, hooks, fixtures, etc.) and clean the wall surface with a damp cloth to remove any
dust. (Do not use chemical cleaners.) Allow adequate time for wall to dry prior to application.

TAPE THE MURAL PANEL(S) IN PLACE

Using masking tape, position the first panel of your mural in place by taping the top
two corners as shown in the photo at left. (For multi-panel murals, you may start with
the left or right side of the mural.) Use a pencil to lightly mark
the wall with vertical and horizontal reference marks indicating
the final desired position of the panel.

* Proper alignment of the first panel is important for a
straight and level installation!

ADD ADHESIVE TO BACK OF THE PANEL

Remove the first panel from the wall and lay face down on a dropcloth on the floor.
Apply a coat of premium quality heavy-duty clear premixed adhesive using a pasting
machine, paint roller or stiff bristle brush. Do not dilute adhesive. Be sure that the
entire back of the panel and all edges have been well coated with adhesive.

‘Book’ material for 5-10 minutes before proceeding to step 4.

APPLY THE MURAL PANEL

With your assistant, lift the panel and using the reference marks on the wall you
made earlier, align the panel with the glue side against the wall.

Using the provided felt squeegee tool, or a wallpaper smoothing tool, apply the top
portion of the mural panel to the wall by starting at the center and using horizontal
outward strokes with even pressure. Use this method to work your way down the
mural until completing the panel. Be careful not to use excessive force to squeeze
glue out of the sides of the panel. (continued...)
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APPLY THE MURAL PANEL continued...

It is important to squeegee out air bubbles but do not overwork the application.

At this point, any excess glue can be wiped away with a damp rag or paper towel.

FOR MULTI-PANEL INSTALLATIONS CONTINUE TO STEP 5

NOTE: All multi-panel murals include a %" overlap between panels which is accounted for in
your overall ordered dimensions. All panels were pre-checked for alignment consistency
prior to shipping your order.

APPLY ADDITIONAL MURAL PANEL(S)

Follow Step 2 to align the next panel in sequence. Be sure to line up this panel
% allowing an overlap of approximately %".

Continue Steps 3 and 4, having your assistant help align the overlapped seam of the
2" panel with the previous mural panel.

Be careful to match the alignment as you work your way down the panel with the
8 squeegee.

Repeat this step for remaining panels.

FINAL NOTES:

If you ordered your mural slightly larger than your
wall space, use a sharp utility knife and a straight-
edge to carefully trim the mural to size.

Although not necessary, the overlapped seams on
ProStik™ murals may be double-cut or french-cut if
preferred. =
